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1. Introduction

This document is intended to provide customers reselling the Intel® Entry Storage System SS4000-E with a guide to the procedure for re-branding the product to incorporate their own brand.  The target for branding with a customer’s product name and/or logo is the management software.
This document describes the files that can be replaced with files that contain the customer’s name and/or logo as well as some additional files to modify the appearance of the web interface.
A sample file is available via the Intel Business Link website containing the actual files used in the web interface.  These are the files that can be modified to incorporate the customized and branded appearance.  This document describes how to create this file and the process for enabling the new appearance and branding.
2. Process
2.1 Overview

The process to create a customer branded version of the web interface uses tools that are familiar to users of both Windows and Linux.  The process is straightforward and easy.  Not all of the files listed in the table below require a change but should be included in the loadable file as part of the process to build the file for branding.  An example file containing all the referenced files in the table is provided with the branding guidelines package.

The files shown in the table are the file names required for proper execution of the web management interface console for the Intel® Entry Storage System SS4000-E platform.  Those files that are image files specify the size of the image in pixels as part of the file name.  You can selectively choose which files you wish to modify.  These files can be edited by most any image editing software package.  Once edited, they should be saved in the hierarchical directory (folder) structure shown below to ensure they are properly loaded on the storage platform.

After saving the files in the appropriate directory structure they will be saved in a compressed file named wmdata.tgz in preparation to upload to the Intel® Entry Storage System SS4000-E platform.  The file is then uploaded to the flash memory prior to initializing the system for the first time.  A special web page has been created to enable simpler access for this step.  It is not part of the normal web management interface and is accessible only via the specified url.

2.2 Style Sheet

The style sheet contains some options that can be modified but this is limited.  The style sheet is the control for how all of the text, buttons, and forms will be formatted.  These controls include font-types, font-sizes, font-coloring, form-field styling, and form-button coloring.

The style sheet is located in the “/css” folder and the file is named “default_ss.css”.  Below is an example of how to change the color of the main text and the highlight coloring for the text as well.

This is the style sheet tag that controls all of the text in the site.  To change the color simply change: color: #3c3c3c; to a different color hex value.  The hex color value is normally 6 alphanumeric characters that range from 0-9 and A-F.  Different combinations of these characters will result in different colors.

So in this example if you were to change “3c3c3c” to “ff0000” all of the text within the site would change to red.

Next is the highlight color for all of the text rollover links within the site. Perform the same changes to the hex color, but with a different color than the main coloring, to create a rollover effect.  Currently the default  highlight color is blue.

Please note: Details instructions on what is recommended to change in the style sheet is located within that document.
2.3 Image Files
Image files can be modified using any image editor that can read / edit / write .gif & .jpg files.  Not all files need to be edited to create a customized and branded appearance.  You can edit any number of the image files to create the desired appearance.  Once the files are edited and complete, place them in the appropriate directory as indicated below.

2.4 Contact Us Page

The contact_main.html file can be edited with any text editor or a specific web page editor such as Microsoft FrontPage.  Save the file after editing using the same name as the original file.
2.5 Creating The Loadable File
The following procedure must be done prior to initialization of the SS4000-E system, i.e., prior to the packages being installed on the hard disks.  If the system has already been initialized & setup, changing the version in flash RAM will not affect the version on the disk.  Once the desired files have been edits to incorporate the desired appearance the following procedure will enable the customized appearance.
1. Login to a machine running Linux* or a Windows* machine capable of running the standard Unix or Linux utilities tar and gzip.  If you have a version of winzip that can emulate these Linux tools you may be able to use winzip.  However, this has not been tested.  Alternatively, there is a tar.exe and gzip.exe file included in the branding kit.  This can be used on a Windows system to create the wmdata.tgz file.
2. Create a temporary folder or directory containing the following structure (tmp is used here for the temporary folder name):

/tmp/www/css


Contains the file:

3. Copy all the “branded” files listed in Table 1 to the /tmp/www/images/en/brand folder.

4. Change directory to the /tmp directory.

5. Compress the files in the temporary directory using the following command (on a Linux system):

tar cvf - ./www | gzip -c9 > wmdata.tgz

(The following command can be used to decompress the sample file provided:

gzip -dc wmdata.tgz | tar xvf -)
On a Windows system open a command prompt window & cd to the directory where the www directory resides.  Then execute the following commands:

tar –cvf wmdata.tar ./www

gzip -9 wmdata.tar

rename wmdata.tar.gz wmdata.tgz

6. Shutdown the SS4000-E system and remove all hard disks or do not install hard disks if the system is a new system.

7. Connect the SS4000-E system in a point-to-point configuration using an Ethernet cable connecting to Ethernet port 1 on the SS4000-E system.

8. Set the IP address of the client system to be 192.168.0.xxx where xxx is some value other than 101.

9. Once all the disks are removed, power on the SS4000-E system.  The system will boot to the default configuration in RAM.

10. Open a web browser to the SS4000-E system to the special branding page using the following url (type it exactly as shown):

http://192.168.0.101/vendor_wmdataF.cgi/

11. Enter the location of the new wmdata.tgz file created (in this example:  /tmp or other directory if copied to another directory).

12. Enter the password to update the file.  The password is “MERLIN” and is hard-coded to the system (all upper case).

13. Upload the file to flash.

14. Once the file is uploaded the system will reboot.  Shutdown the system after it boots and reinsert (or insert if none were present) the disk drives.
15. The system will now boot and proceed with the initialization process using the branded files and presenting the customized appearance.
2.6 Caveats
The version of the uploaded branding file must be the same as the storage system firmware.  Otherwise, the web pages will not be able to display the branding file properly.  Please use version 1.0 (first release) of the branding kit with the 1.0 version of the firmware.  Similarly, use version 1.1 of the branding kit with the 1.1 (second release) version of the firmware.
3. Client Backup and Recovery
The Backup Client will include limited branding capabilities.  The base package will be a generic version of FalconStor’s DiskSafe Express for Windows.  OEMs and resellers will be able to replace the splash screen shown during product installation.
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
